Cost increase appears excessive, decreased line item total to only allow a 15% increase compared to previous year's Application line item total. Deduct $5,460 Grant and deduct $9,240 match.
· Indirect - Applicant exceeds 15% Indirect cost maximum amount. Deduct $819 Indirect match.  
· Match - Applicant did not meet selected 26% match required. Applicant must move $5,845 from Grant to match.
