Project Cost Estimate

· Staff #1 "Project Director/Manager" – Applicant increased the Grant amount without Division or public comment. Applicant must revert to the Grant amount total submitted in the preliminary Application. Deduct $2,112 Grant. 
· Contracts #4 "Water Service" – Applicant did not respond to Division comment and justify the cost increase compared to prior year's Application. Cost increase appears excessive, decreased line item total to only allow a 15% increase compared to previous year's Application line item total. Deduct $1,860 Grant.
· Materials / Supplies #9 "Maintenance Supplies" – Applicant removed "lumber" activity from the line item but did not reduce the line item total. Applicant listed 7 Project activities for this line item, by removing 1 activity, line item total is reduced by 14.28%. Deduct $500 Grant.
· Equipment Use Expenses #3 "Equipment Rental" – Transportation costs cannot be included in the Daily Use Fee rate. United Rentals of Lancaster quote: $400 for the daily use of Heavy Equipment "grader" and a $375 for transportation fee of the Heavy Equipment per day. Removed the transportation costs from the Daily Use Fee. Deduct $100,500 match. 
· Indirect Costs – Applicant exceeds 15% indirect cost maximum amount. Deduct $603 from Grant indirect. 
· Match - Applicant did not meet the selected 26% match requirement. Applicant must move $5,335 from Grant to match.

Evaluation Criteria

· #1 – Applicant did not receive a Division and/or public comment to add additional match and/or change match selection. Deduct 2 points.
· #6 – Narrative does not support the selection of "Protects water quality". Applicant did not provide additional information of how it is accomplished and what water quality is protected by the work being accomplished. Deduct 1 point.
· #7 – Project Description and/or Project Cost Estimate sections do not support the selection of "Erosion Control features..." are made with recycled materials. Deduct 1 point.
