Project Description

· Project Deliverables #1, 3 and 4 - Contingent Deliverable: Applicant did not respond to Division comment and confirm that Sierra and South Searles Off-Highway Vehicle (OHV) areas are within the Land Manager's jurisdiction. Applicant must provide confirmation they have permission to work in these areas.

Project Cost Estimate

· Contracts #1 "Heavy Equipment Operators" – Line item amount does not match the methodology provided in the note section. Applicant increased the total amount of the line item by more than a 15% increase from the previous year's Application. Removed funds over the 15% increase from the previous year's Application line item total. Deduct $5,212 Grant. 
· Contracts #4 "Visitor Center Operations Staff" – Quantity of hours does not match the methodology provided in the note section. Visitor center has one full time employee and is open 7 days a week (365 days) for 8 hours a day. Based off that formula staff member worked 2,920 hours per year. Deduct $14,575 Grant.
· Equipment Use Expenses #1 "Diesel Fuel – Gasoline" – Applicant removed language but did not reduce the Grant amount. Applicant based total off 5 pieces of Equipment and/or Heavy Equipment, by removing 1 piece of Equipment, line item total is reduced by 20%. Deduct $3,200 Grant.  
· Equipment Use Expenses #4 "Specialized Auger Trucks" – Applicant decreased number of vehicles from 3 to 2 but did not decrease the total quantity for the line item. Reduced quantity total by 33.5% (67 days). Deduct $26,666 match. 


· Match - Applicant did not meet the selected 26% match requirement. Applicant must move $8,114 from Grant to match.
