General Evaluation Criteria


· #1d – OHV Opportunity Ratio. Add 4 points. 
· #4 – Total cost of OHV Program does not match the land managers. Deduct 1 point.
· #6 – Applicant has been responsive. Add 3 points.
· #11b – Note that work day events do not qualify as educational formal programs. A clear educational structure with an e.g. agenda must be provided. Deduct 2 points.

Project Description

· No comment.

Project Cost Estimate

· Staff #5 "Tahoe, Public Services Office" – Applicant did not confirm the USFS – Tahoe National Forest is not paying the Public Services Officer to complete these activities with funds from their own Ground Operations Project (Applicant stated G18 but that is outside of the proposed Project period). Deduct $1,500 match.
· Equipment Use Expense #1 "Moto Use" – Applicant increased line item total without receiving a Division and/or public comment. Decrease line item total to what was submitted in the Preliminary application. Deduct $31 match. 
· Match- Applicant is now below the selection of 36% match requirement. Applicant must move $463 from Grant to match.

Evaluation Criteria

· #2 – Narrative does not support the selections. Applicant did not provide a detailed explanation for each statement. In addition, Applicant did not list a special – status species the work being accomplished is protecting. Deduct 8 points.
· #3 – Narrative does not support the selections of "Maintaining trails that provide for multi-use" and "Providing varied levels of riding difficulty". Applicant did not provide examples of the activities performed to support the selections. Deduct 6 points.
· #5 – Narrative does not support the selection.  Applicant did not provide a detailed explanation (examples of work performed on the Project) how each partner will participate in the Project. Deduct 4 points.
· #6 – Project Description section does not support the selection of "Controlling OHV use". Applicant stated "N/A" for Project deliverable #4 "Fencing/Barriers". In addition, narrative does not support the selection and "Protecting special-status species". Applicant did not list a special – status species the work being accomplished is protecting. Deduct 2 points.
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
